Rubel	Medini	is	a	young	artist	who	comes	from	an	established	Italian	Circus	family.	Appearing	in	the	ring	since	he	
was	 six	 years	 old,	 he	was	 self-taught,	 and	 started	 performing	 his	 rola	 rola	 number	 at	 the	 age	 of	 14:	 this	 is	 an	
acrobatic	number	that	requires	exceptional	balancing	skills;	Rubel	performs	while	balancing	on	a	small	base,	which	
is	in	turn	balancing	on	top	of	several	free	rolling	cylinders.	Rubel	already	holds	four	Guinness	World	Records,	and	
has	performed	in	numerous	important	settings,	including	Cirque	du	Soleil,	Hansa	Varieté,	Het	Witte	Paard,	Circus	
Vargas,	 Benidorm	 Palace,	 Europa	 Park,	 and	 Circo	Medrano,	 as	 well	 as	 appearances	 on	 TV	 programmes	 on	 the	
Mediaset	and	France	2	networks.

This	is	a	high	speed	juggling	number	performed	by	young	Mexican	performer	Brandon	Popova.	Born	and	raised	in	
Mexico	in	the	shadow	of	the	big	top	of	his	family’s	circus,	Brandon	started	to	learn	juggling	at	eight	years	old,	and	
his	début	as	a	solo	performer	happened	four	years	later.	Since	then,	Brandon	has	performed	his	acrobatic	number	
with	clubs	and	balls	in	South	America,	Central	America,	and	Europe.	He	has	appeared	in	numerous	circus	venues,	
including	 Circus	 Royale	 in	 Switzerland,	 and	 Circo	 Americano	 in	 Mexico,	 as	 well	 as	 in	 the	 celebrated	 shows	 of	
Roncalli’s	Apollo	Varieté,	and	the	Alexander	Kunz	Theatre.
